V. SEASON LENGTH & NIGHTS OF PLAY

The season is tentatively scheduled to begin the week of September 6, 2011 and runs approximately 5-7 weeks, with a 10 game schedule. Game days are scheduled for Sunday through Friday. Game times during the week will be between 6:30 pm – 11:50 pm. Games scheduled on Sundays will tentatively begin at 9:30 am – 10:00 pm

VI. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

A player may compete on no more than one team. Players must be of an amateur status and must be so for a minimum of three years from professional status. There are no restrictions on a player’s participation on any team or teams outside the Rec & Ed program or within other Rec & Ed programs.

VII. UNIFORMS

We highly recommend that teams wear matching uniform shirts with visible and distinct numbers.

VIII. ROSTER LIMIT

A maximum of 21 players will be allowed per roster.

IX. GAME BALL

The official game ball will be the RAWLINGS R100. Teams must provide two new game balls to the plate umpire before every game.

X. OFFICIAL RESULT SHEETS

The home team must keep the official score.  The team listed first on the league schedule is designated as the home team. The winning team is required to drop off the game result sheet at Rec & Ed, Southeast Park drop box or the Veterans Memorial Park drop box immediately after the game.  However, in the event your game ends in a tie, the HOME TEAM is responsible for dropping off the result sheet.  At the end of this one week time period, if the results are not turned in, the game in question will be recorded as a double forfeit.

XI. FORFEIT POLICY

A. Any team that forfeits two games in a season (except forfeits due to use of ineligible players, ejection, or injury) will forfeit all its remaining games on their league schedule unless a $50.00 re-entry fee is paid.

B. A team must pay the league re-entry fee at Rec & Ed within seven days of its second forfeit. A reminder will be sent only as a courtesy measure to notify a team of its second forfeit.

C. If a team is not sure of its number of forfeits, it is the team manager’s responsibility to contact the league statistician at 994-2300 ext. 53218. The coordinator of Team Sports may waive the league re-entry fee at his or her discretion.

XII. REFUND POLICY

A. Refund requests must be made in writing.

B. Refund requests must be submitted to Community Education and Recreation, 1515 S. Seventh Street, Ann Arbor, MI  48103. Please include the following information: sport area, league name, team name, and manager’s/coach’s complete address and telephone number, and the refund recipient’s name and complete address.

C. Sponsor fee refund request

i. Sponsor fee refund requests submitted to the office more than 14 days before the team’s first scheduled game will be subjected to a $10.00 service fee.

ii. Sponsor fee refund requests submitted to the office within 14-7 days before the team’s first scheduled game will be subjected to a 50% service fee.

iii. Sponsor fee refund requests submitted to the office less than 7 full calendar days of the team’s first scheduled game will be denied.
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
